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Besa Shapllo, Executive Director of MissionPossible

in Albania, has been an incredible influence on

those in her community. Besa, a university

professor of English, and her team have been

instrumental in translating Alpha into the Albanian

language which has opened up multiple opportunities

to offer Alpha courses. Her team uses a children’s
magazine, “Miracle” (see picture) and Bible Study

Miracle Clubs to reach children and youth in Tirana.

Further still, the Hope Center in Bathore, a slum suburb

of Tirana the capital of Albania, teaches literacy courses,

to all ages, based on the texts from the Gospel of Luke

(see “Dritata” picture). Knowing that severe poverty exists
in Bathore, MissionPossible distributes food, clothing, toys.
A challenge for MissionPossible is that the government will ©
not recognize Bathore as a “real town”. As aresult thereis |
no infrastructure being developed making living conditions ~ F5
even more challenging. Those who call Bathore their "home |
town" deal with the discrimination of “living in the poor section :
of town” and are often ashamed to admit where they live. In the picture far right,
with the 2 boys, you can see what appears to be a "subdivision under construction”, when in reality it is the
slow building of a home ... brick by brick as affordability allows. Above, Besa, visits a home of a mother
and her 5 children. What you see is the extent of a kitchen. No illusions please ... that fridge is being
used for storage only, no power ... no refrigeration. Besa and her team give support for the most primary
of needs and offer hope, through education using God’s words, to uplift them for a different future. Besa
and her husband, Agron will be in Canada for a visit. Come to the banquet to meet and hear Besa’s
incredible journey with MissionPossible . No doubt, Besa and her team have new projects in the works!

One family they visited
is reported about below. Sally MacPherson writes ...

“Catea has three children and her eldest, lurie who is 25, is severely disabled. As he sleeps only
3 or 4 hrs each night, Catea also survives on this limited sleep, having to give him constant care
and attention. Nine year old Marcella has been adopted into the family having been abandoned
as a baby, and today sits quietly drawing in her notebook, occasionally straightening the rug when
lurie has disturbed it, putting her hand on his shoulder. The family income is minimal and Dad is
an alcoholic. Pastor Voldia and his wife, Virginia, visit Catea regularly providing a listening ear
and when available, humanitarian aid. Today the offering was food from Eurovangelism’s

project ... flour to make bread, rice, spaghetti, sugar and a small packet
of sweets for Marcella. The food comes just at the right time, as with many of our visits in Moldova.
A sack of flour can last a family about one month, ensuring a basic staple diet of bread for those
struggling to survive. Faces of other people we visited come back to haunt me, their only hope being
in the parcel of food delivered. This food that is so generously provided by Eurovangelism supporters
is quite literally a life line to so many. The joy that a simple sack of flour can bring is astounding.”
