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      Danny & Vera Kuranji at the Novi Sad Fellowsh ip Church in  
      Serbia, have been partners with Eurovangelism  for 24 years.   
 

      Here are a few words of thanks from Danny in his last report …   
 

“Thank you that in spite of economic crisis that effected your country and donors as well, 
your heart is still with people in Serbia, who are stuck in economic, and every other crisis, 
particularly spiritual, for more than 2 decades. Our team has opportunities to encourage 
people in Novi Sad thanks to your support. It looks that this year a food parcel is not just 
a symbolical help, carrying a message of someone cares, but it is once more a real need. 
Many families in Serbia have not yet recovered from economic crisis of the 90’s and the 
transition that followed in our country and now, they face a new crisis and new uncertainty. 
Some have lost their job which probably happens a lot in your country too, and too many were without a job all this 
time. We are using this trouble to help people in our neighbourhood and through that to show we love them and care.” 
 

Danny shared 7 stories from their outreach ministry .   The following is an example of how …               
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Tamara Sindik, her husband and daughter Nadica, live in a single room with a  
tiny kitchen and bathroom.  Tamara’s husband has a job but he is an alcoholic  
and most of his income goes to feed his addiction.  Tamara no longer has her  
job with the hotel and therefore relies on what little her husband has left over.   
The outreach ministry of the Novi Sad Fellowship Church began visiting Tamara  
with ��������

���  food parcels some time ago.  There appeared to  
be every little desire for a deeper contact with the people of the church and no  
interest in talking about spiritual matters, God or life in general.  Because of this 
Tamara was not extended an invitation to an ��������������������   course in a new church plant .   
They did invite her friend who did express interest.  After the first evening,  
Tamara’s friend gave up the ��������������������   course because her husband was very jealous 
and forbade her from going.  This lady expressed how sorry she was and asked if  
Tamara could come in her place.  Tamara came and was a sponge, absorbing every word.  Tamara accepted Christ 
as her Saviour and her baptism was planned for this past June.  She told her husband of her commitment.  He was 
against the church, telling her she was in a cult and threatened to leave her, but Tamara demonstrated the love that 
she had experienced and soon enough her husband saw a different Tamara.  He asked her “How come you are so 
peaceful now, not arguing with me anymore?  What do they pour in the coffee in the church?”.  During one of the 
ministry’s visits, Tamara shared these thoughts … I would never know Christ if I didn’t meet you.  I had never met 
people who live what they say.  I believed I would never step into a church.  Now I know there are people, Christians, 
who are true believers living what they believe!   
 

Tamara may not know that you have supported ministr ies or nationals like the Kuranjis or projects 
like Church Planting , ��������
